FEDERAL ATTACKS

Executive Order 14187 (Jan. 28, 2025)

“It is the policy of the United States that it will not fund, sponsor, promote, assist, or
support the so-called ‘transition’ of a child from one sex to another, and it will rigorously
enforce all laws that prohibit or limit these destructive and life-altering procedures.”

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RESPONSES TO FEDERAL ATTACKS

Lawsuits filed!
e PFLAG v. Trump (4th Cir) & WA v. Trump (9th Cir) = against GAC EO
(preliminary injunctions granted)
e MA v. Trump = against DOJ
e Subpoena challenges > PA case & MA case unsealed
Courts have ruled: bans are unlawful & discriminatory
e But... intimidation campaignh has been effective, causing some
providers to voluntarily stop care
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KEEP FIGHTING BACK!

From federal district court (MA) decision to quash subpoena
against Boston Children’s Hospital:
e The Administration has made clear its goal to end GAC.
e Subpoena included overbroad regquests unrelated to
fraud/off-label promotion.
e Court found subpoena’s true purpose was to:
e [nterfere with Massachusetts’ right to protect GAC
e Harass & intimidate providers (BCH)
e Dissuade patients from seeking care
e Court ruled Government acted with bad faith - |mprg&§r
purpose.

e CMS may open a public comment period before moving forward
e We will share how & when you can make your voice heard

e Clinics/hospitals already preparing
e Many may pause care programs for youth under 19
e Announcements of pauses or shutdowns may come soon
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WHAT THIS MEANS FOR OUR FAVILIES

e Care is not ending — it may be paused

e Providers view this as temporary, pending court challenges

o Adult care (19+) will continue uninterrupted

e We are working to find other providers that are not participating in Medicaid
program and access to gender affirming care will still be available

Identity Documents
e SB 99 (Wiener)
e AB 1084 (Zbur)
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HEALTHCARE ACCESS =

SB 418 (Menjivar)

e Codifies Section 1557 of the Affordable Care Act into state law
— Including protections for sexual orientation and gender
Identity — further protecting patients from discrimination by

healthcare providers and insurers

e ExXpands access to prescription hormone therapy by allowing
providers to prescribe up to a 12-month supply and requiring
healthplans and insurers to cover these prescriptions when

dispensed at one time
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DATA PRIVACY & SAFETY

AB 82 (Ward)

e Expands California’s Safe at Home program to include patients and
providers of gender-affirming care — allowing them to obtain a
substitute mailing address.

e Prohibits the reporting of testosterone and mifepristone prescriptions to
the state’s prescription drug monitoring database, known as CURES.

SB 497 (Wiener)
e Prohibits out-of-state law enforcement from accessing prescription
data in CURES without a warrant, subpoena, or court order.
e Prohibits healthcare providers from complying with foreign subpoenas
seeking the disclosure of medical information related to gender-affirming

care. SR —
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IDENTITY DOCUMENTS c.

AB 1084 (Zbuv)

e Streamlines the process for transgender and nonbinary Californians to

obtain a court-ordered name and gender marker change
e Requires courts to issue orders within six weeks for petitions from adults

and from minors with consent from both parents

SB 59 (Wiener)

e Requires courts to make confidential any records related to a name or gender
marker change — and prohibits confidential records from being posted publicly

e Creates a private right of action against those who knowingly disclose or

e continue to disclose confidential records — allowing impacted individuals to seek

appropriate remedies when their privacy rights are violated
